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COURSE OVERVIEW 
The Fashion degree course at Norwich University of the Arts combines creative thinking with technical skill 
and understanding, enabling our graduates to fulfil professional ambitions in a wide variety of roles across 
the creative industries and beyond. Visual research, conceptual thinking, material explorations of form and 
silhouette alongside commercial awareness and professional communication skills enable you to find your 
creative voice within a supportive and shared fashion experience. The course is forward-looking in its 
approach, preparing graduates for an ever-evolving industry, meeting the needs of commerciality while 
embracing ethical responsibility and inclusive design. Determination, adaptability and prepared for change 
are key attributes of our Fashion graduates. 
 
The course provides a fast-paced and varied curriculum of fundamental fashion in which the individual 
student voice is developed through personal choice of research topics, client profiles and garment / 
collection outcomes. Contemporary narratives on craft practices and traditional tailoring, creative cut and 
digital fashion, as well as international relations, social, cultural and gender identities are core topics 
referenced within studio projects. You will be encouraged to take risks with both thinking and making, 
undertaking numerous projects during the course, designing for wide-ranging customer profiles, products, 
and contexts across the spectrum of fashion. Through hands-on practical workshops you will undertake 
design challenges in well-equipped fashion and textile workshops to answer industry-relevant briefs. You 
are supported in defining your own creative practice, while building your graduate portfolio. Design lectures 
and seminars add context to the design process and support the theoretical and critical underpinning of the 
discipline. 
 
Applicants may apply to enter in Year 0 or Year 1 of the course. Year 0 students will experience the 
fundamentals of studying art and design at HE level, building visual research and making skills with 
specialist projects in Fashion to conclude the year. During Year 1 of the course, you will be introduced to 
the fundamentals of the fashion discipline including: visual research and conceptual development, drawing 
and illustration, design aesthetics, cut and construction, sustainability strategies in design and make, 
market levels, brand identities, trend interpretation, contextual awareness, contemporary industry 
knowledge and portfolio design skills. Practical learning is put into context through research and 
questioning, exploring histories and theories of design, using text and images. You will gain industry 
awareness through lectures by the staff team as well as external guests throughout the course, adding 
context and further understanding to your studies. You will engage in workshops to develop fundamental 
skills in pattern cutting, draping, construction and fabric use to underpin the design development process. 
You will practice visual and professional communication skills through presentation and discussion of your 
independent research and creative developments. You will gain an awareness of sustainable and ethical 
concepts that influence and are influenced by international contemporary fashion, both from a theoretical 
international position, and through responsible practical design work. 
 
Year 2 establishes growing industry awareness and personal design directions, combining traditional and 
digital design skills for fashion and textiles. Research and concept development through to prototyping and 
3D realisation, flat pattern cutting, draping, moulage and experimental sampling sit in context with industry-
facing briefs for a range of contemporary diverse outcomes. Tailoring and form, creative cut, designing for 
stretch, graphic pattern and print placement, and 3D digital rendering provides an expanding creative, 
technical and professional skill-base. Through studio and contextual learning, you will be guided on the 
fundamentals of inclusive fashion and textile design and encouraged to consider this in your own research / 
practice, alongside ethical and sustainable design. Personal theoretical research focus will provide you with 
an underpinning of knowledge and critical opinion to support your design investigations. You will gain 
awareness of a range of career paths, extending your year 1 learning, including market contexts and roles 
within the fashion industry to formalise ideas for your own career path. You will investigate and engage with 
digital platforms to support you in building a professional promotional profile for industry awareness and 
engagement. 
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The final year of the course enables you to identify a personal strategy, through practical and theoretical 
research, development, and outcomes, to evidence the required skills and attributes for your future 
direction. This may include a fashion collection alongside other outcomes appropriate to your intended 
ambitions. You will complete a Research Report on a relevant area of the industry, propose and deliver a 
Final Major Project that showcases your readiness for graduation, and reflect on your interests, strengths, 
and self-defined career ambitions to generate a professional career development plan.  
 
As a student on the course, you will be part of a creative and enquiring community, questioning 
expectations and preconceptions of the discipline of fashion in context with the broader creative industries. 
The shared learning experiences throughout the course encourage personal ambition and collaborative 
support through on-campus and digital learning, working with the academic and technical teams. Through 
practical studio sessions, industry seminars, group tutorials and individual tutorials you are supported 
throughout your time with us. Transferable skills are developed throughout the course within the learning 
and teaching environment as well as through extra-curricular projects and opportunities. Strong 
communication skills, negotiation, team-working and time-management are highly desirable employability 
skills. Roles as Ambassadors and Student Representatives and other roles within the Student Union are 
excellent ways to enhance your professional profile. 
 
The course promotes an inclusive approach to design, ensuring our graduates understand the importance 
and value fashion and textiles hold within the world, on an individual and local level, as well as international 
platform. Sustainable awareness and practice features throughout the course: in relation to material 
sourcing, social responsibility as well as design / make solutions. You will be supported and encouraged to 
engage with the challenges of a circular economy and question your own practice in relation to design, 
manufacture, and consumption. We encourage progressive and innovative minds, to question the past and 
bring positive change to the world we live in. 
 
Live projects, competitions and industry placements enable you to engage in and build external networks 
and opportunities, preparing you to be industry-ready for your self-identified career path beyond graduation. 
Projects with industry enable you to present your work for industry feedback and gain commercial and 
creative exposure, developing your aspirations during your studies. We have recently worked with brands 
including John Lewis, Oasis, Superdry, Oliver Bonas, Ralph Lauren, Escada Sport, New Look and YKK on 
industry-focussed projects. Past students have achieved industry recognition including success in 
competitions with British Fashion Council, Graduate Fashion Week, Anne Tyrrell Student Design Award, 
Golden Shears, and the international Arts of Fashion awards. 
 
Graduates of the course have secured diverse roles in fashion-related positions and beyond including 
design roles at H&M, Ted Baker, Victoria Beckham, Marks and Spencers, Outfit Arcadia Group and Blakely 
and manufacturing roles in companies including Yarmouth Oilskins. Others have progressed to post 
graduate research, in areas such as bio-material research and creative health for art therapy. Some 
graduates secure education roles in school and post 16 providers while others establish their own 
businesses.

Description 
 

This Unit is designed to help you to develop the practical skills and awareness of processes and research 
methods that are fundamental to developing a sustainable creative practice. You will be encouraged to 
develop a questioning and experimental approach to both your practice and thinking. Adapting to the 
working patterns and the level of enquiry, required for university study, can be difficult and this Unit will 
enable you to establish the tools and methods to navigate your studies successfully.  

Key to the success of this Unit is the ability to test, question, record, and develop responses to the projects 
set, and to allow ideas to emerge from a process of experimentation, reflection and editing. Seldom is the 
first idea the best idea and you will be encouraged to explore your work from multiple directions, allowing 
you to arrive at the best solution for any given problem. You will also be introduced to the mapping skills 
that will allow you to develop an understanding of the context of your emergent work that will lay the 
foundation for further studying and career goals.   

In the initial stages of the Unit, you will also gain an understanding of the importance of visualisation skills 
within the creative process, as a means to generate, develop, and communicate ideas. Within this Unit 
there are a number of creative workshops that will introduce you to key ideas and working processes, both 
practically and conceptually. You will also be introduced to a range of different technical workshops 
throughout the University, through a series of timetabled inductions. Projects will be informed by a 
programme of research seminars, with an accompanying portfolio of research tasks, referencing 
conceptual skills and the work of individuals and movements across a broad terrain of contemporary 
creative practice.

Within this unit you will use and build upon the skills acquired within BA0a to begin to develop your creative 
practice, continuing to use key skills of research, questioning, ideas development, iteration, and reflection. 
You will be asked to map your practice thematically and contextually and navigate set projects from you 
own areas of specialism. At this stage you will have begun to establish the early building blocks of your 
creative practice, utilising practical skills, skills in reflection and contextualisation. You will be encouraged to 
engage iterative processes from within your chosen specialism, demonstrating a willingness to test, edit 
and refine your work through to resolved outcomes. You will also be asked to make good use of self-
evaluation and feedback to support you through the process of development and improvement as you seek 
to best express your ideas.  
 
You will begin to learn more independently, further utilising time management, and self-reflection skills. 
Through this unit you will be encouraged to further define the context in which you situate your practice, 
both in terms of realising the work, and how it is received by an audience of peers and others.  
 
As part of this unit, you will be supported by weekly research seminars that help you to build a contextual 
framework for your practical work that draws on your growing knowledge of contemporary, historical and 
critical concepts relevant to your subject specialism. You will also be asked to consider different aspects of 
sustainability, the social, political, cultural and environmental concerns surrounding making work in today’s 
creative contexts. You will be asked to consider your own position in relation to these issues and 
demonstrate both a social and an ethical awareness.  
 
As you progress through the unit you will be asked to articulate concepts and contexts within your 
supporting documentation and a portfolio of research tasks, culminating in and the ten-minute presentation 
which situates your practice within your chosen specialism.

While it is natural for some ideas to change as your project develops, there should be a clear rationale for 
any changes you propose to make, and these will be articulated through your Project Evaluation Document 
submitted at the end of the unit.  
 
Throughout your course there has been an emphasis on reflective practice and this should now be 
embedded in your working methods. You will demonstrate your reflections on your learning in this unit 
through submission of a Project Evaluation Document. 
 
By the submission date you are expected to have completed a body of resolved practice, in other words we 
expect to see work that has moved from concept to execution, is technically adept, appropriate to your 
subject and professionally presented. We will support you to achieve this through group sessions and 
tutorials. 
 
Throughout the unit you will engage in work designed to help you get started in your career. We expect you 
to develop your self-promotional strategy, showing that you have undertaken thorough research into a wide 
range of professional career options which are available to you. As a final year student you should be 
prepared to apply your skills and experience to enable you to identify and gain employment in entry level 
graduate jobs, set up a business or embark on further study. By the end of the unit you will have developed 
a Career Development Plan and should feel confident and well prepared to launch your career as a 
graduate of Norwich.

Learning and Teaching 
 
Learning and teaching at Norwich is underpinned by the University’s Creative Learning Strategy. We use a 
project-centred approach in which practice and theory are integrated within increasingly open-ended briefs; 
allowing you to develop your individual interests and approach to independent learning within and beyond 
the discipline you are studying. We emphasise learning and discovery through practice, critical reflection 
and experimentation with ideas, processes and materials.  
 
At Norwich, we value collaboration and working across disciplines and there are many opportunities to 
engage with colleagues, and with ideas and concepts from other areas. Collaborative engagement is 
embedded within the design of our courses and opportunities are also made available through activities 
such as external speakers, cross-university projects and times when you are able to join projects and 
workshops from beyond your course area.  
 
Course Delivery 
 
Except where explicitly indicated in a Course Specification, no optional units will be available within each 
year of delivery. 
 
Undergraduate courses are campus-based. Delivery includes some live-streamed and pre-recorded digital 
sessions which you can use on-demand. Our approach enables you to benefit from the studios, labs and 
workshops on campus while learning how the creative industries work and helping to prepare you for your 
future careers. 
 
Short courses at undergraduate level are delivered online, and are mainly asynchronous, offering flexibility 
and enabling you to manage competing demands on your time. 
 
At postgraduate level, courses are campus-based, except where specified as delivered predominantly or 
fully online. Delivery of campus-based courses includes some live-streamed and pre-recorded digital 
sessions which you can use on-demand. Delivery of predominantly or fully online courses can provide 
flexibility for you and help you to manage competing demands on your time. All courses include regular 
access to tutors through live sessions and/or forums and messaging facilities. 
Teaching is delivered by staff who are often experienced practitioners as well as educators. Many engage 
with teaching alongside their practice, offering relevant expertise and currency across associated 
professions and industries. Teaching on courses is led by a Course Leader (or equivalent) supported by a 
core group of lecturers and expert technical staff, as well as a range guest and visiting experts. 
  
Assessment  
 
At the start of each unit the tutors will explain what you will learn and how we will test your learning through 
assessment. This information will also be provided on the Virtual Learning Environment (VLE). As the unit 
progresses, you will be given formal and informal opportunities to receive feedback on your progress. 
These opportunities may include: 
 

• Group reviews or critiques (crits)  
• Self-evaluation and peer evaluation 
• Group and individual tutorials  

 
At the end of the unit you will submit work for assessment and receive written feedback and a grade to help 
you understand what you’ve done well and what areas to work on for the next assignment. Assessment 
may include portfolios, essays, reports, and evaluations. Sometimes you may be assessed on group or 
individual presentations, and/or performances, depending on your course. 
 
You will be assessed against the approved unit learning outcomes and assessment requirements, as 
outlined in the Unit Handbooks for your course. Unit handbooks guide you through the specific areas of 
work in which you will be engaged in order to produce the work required for assessment and successfully 
achieve the unit learning outcomes.

Engagement 
 
To fully benefit from the course, you are expected to attend all the taught sessions that are included on the 
timetable. Timetables are made available at the start of term. For undergraduate students, the balance 
between taught study and independent learning changes as you progress through the course. In the 
Integrated Foundation Year (Year 0) you may expect to spend around one third of your time in taught 
study. As you progress time undertaken in independent study will increase and by the final year of 
undergraduate study you can expect to spend around a quarter of your time in taught study. Postgraduate 
taught students studying mainly on campus can expect to attend taught sessions for approximately a fifth of 
their study time.  
 
Independent learning  
 
Each unit has an indicative number of ‘study hours’ which refers to both your timetabled teaching (such as 
lectures, seminars, tutorials, workshops etc), and your independent learning. By independent learning we 
mean activities that help you to learn outside of taught sessions, such as reading, research, practice and 
preparation of work for assessment. It also includes other activities such as collaborative work and skills 
development sessions that may run through the assessment period.  
 
Support 
 
You will have access to a wide range of staff, all of them committed to supporting learning. As well as your 
course tutors, these include staff in technical workshops, the Library, Business and Employability Service, 
and Student Support. 
 
Work-related learning 
 
All our courses include opportunities to develop your understanding, knowledge and experience of 
business, industry and professional practice. This includes guest lectures and/or workshops led by visiting 
professionals; live and simulated projects for external clients; mentoring by professional practitioners; and 
regular workshops provided by the Business and Employability team to help you get to grips with 
entrepreneurship, freelancing and enterprise. You will also be introduced to Profile, our unique tool for 
recording skills and experience and tracking your progress so that when you are applying for jobs you will 
have a record of your development and understand your key strengths and areas for development. 
 
Diploma Years, for students who select the Diploma in Creative Professional Development as part of their 
course, will include periods of work-based learning.

REQUIREMENTS FOR PROGRESSION ON THE COURSE 

The general requirements for progression are as follows:  
 
Progression from Year 0 to Year 1 (Honours degree):  
you must pass all units 
 
Progression from Year 1 to Year 2 (Honours degree): 
you must pass all Year 1 units and be awarded 120 credits (Level 4 of the Sector Recognised Standards)  
 
Progression from Year 2 to Year 3: (Honours degree): 
you must pass all Year 2 units and be awarded 120 credits (Level 5 of the Sector Recognised Standards) 
 
If you do not pass a unit at first attempt you will normally be offered at least one further attempt to pass 
the unit through resubmission.  If you do not pass the unit after a resubmission attempt you will not be 
allowed to progress to the next stage of study and may have your course terminated. Please see the 
University’s Student Regulations and Procedures for further information.  
 
If you fail all 120 credits in a year of study you will not normally be offered resubmission opportunity and 
may have your course terminated, or be required to repeat the year, depending on your circumstances.  
 

 

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE AWARD OF A QUALIFICATION 

To qualify for the award of Bachelor of Arts with Honours [BA (Hons)] you must have achieved a pass in 
all units and be awarded 360 credits. 
 
If you do not complete your course for any reason, you may qualify for an exit award (subject to the 
University’s Student Regulations and Procedures, Section H) as follows:  
 

• Completion of Year 1 – Certificate of Higher Education  
• Completion of Year 2 – Diploma of Higher Education

CIRCUMSTANCES THAT MAY RESULT IN COURSE TERMINATION 

There are a number of circumstances which may lead us to review your place at the University, including 
the following: 

• because you haven’t registered for your course when we asked you to; 
• because your engagement with the University is not satisfactory;  
• for academic reasons – in other words, because you haven’t successfully completed and passed 

one or more units on your course; 
• for disciplinary reasons, including where we have received information which may have led us to 

make a different decision about your place at the University, or because you have been convicted 
of a criminal offence involving a court hearing;  

• because we believe your health or behaviour is presenting an exceptional level of concern to us, 
or is disrupting the day-to-day work of the University community; 

• because you have taken a formal break from your studies, which we call intermission, but you 
don’t meet the conditions we have set for your return or you don’t reply to us when we ask you if 
you want to return; or 

• because you haven’t paid your tuition fees or rent for a place in our accommodation. 
 

 
QUALITY ASSURANCE 
 

The University was established as an independent higher education institution under Section 121 of the 
Education Reform Act 1988, and is a recognised body with taught degree awarding powers. The 
University is regulated by the Office for Students (OfS). Information about the University’s status can be 
found on the OfS Register and on the list of recognised bodies published on the UK Government 
(GOV.UK) website. The OfS regulatory framework came fully into force from 1 August 2019. As part of its 
registration with the OfS the University is required to satisfy a number of conditions that relate to quality 
and standards.   
Prior to 2016, the University was quality assured by the QAA. Read the latest review.
